Living in a Vimarhem property
Security of tenure
You have the right to live in your apartment as long as you follow the applicable rules and regulations and pay your rent on time.
You will be given notice and have to move out if you:
· Disturb your neighbours
· Do not pay your rent on time. Repeated late payment constitutes grounds for termination.
· Do not keep your apartment in a clean, tidy and good condition.

· Sublet your apartment to someone else. Subletting requires the permission of Vimarhem. Subletting will be approved only in exceptional cases.
Show consideration for your neighbours
In a rental property you almost always have neighbours on the other side of the wall. 
In addition, sound often carries in older buildings. 
Some people need to sleep at times when others are awake – those who work night shifts, for example. 
You must show consideration for your neighbours at all times of the day and night. 
Remember that as a tenant you are responsible for everyone in the family – the rules apply to children too. You are also responsible for your guests. 
You also have other tenants around you on your balcony. 
Rugs and bed linen must not be shaken on the balcony and nothing must be thrown from the balcony. You are not allowed to have a barbecue on the balcony and you are reminded that cigarette smoke can easily disturb neighbours on other balconies. 
Stairwell
Nothing must be left in the stairwell as this represents a fire risk. This includes rugs, shoes, pushchairs, etc. 
The emergency services must also have unobstructed access in the even of an accident.
Smoking is not permitted in any communal areas.
The outer door is locked at night by a time lock. Make sure the door closes after you. Please let us know if you find that the time lock is not working as it should. If the outer door is left open in winter, this also means higher heating costs, as a lot of cold air enters the stairwell.
The stairwell often carries sound and is definitely not a children’s play area.
Bicycles and pushchairs must be kept in the designated area.
Storeroom
Each apartment has a storeroom, either next to the building or in the attic or cellar. Some apartments have their storeroom in the building itself.
You must keep your storeroom locked, even if you do not use it.
Laundry room
When you move in, you will be given a tag or a booking lock to use to book a time slot in the laundry room. In some laundry rooms you book a slot by writing on a list. When you want to book a slot, look at the board to see which times are available. Everyone must keep to the slot they have booked. 
The electricity is usually switched off at times when the laundry room is unavailable for use. Therefore if you do not collect your laundry in time, you will be unable to remove it from the washing machine. 
Rugs, shoes and other hard or heavy items must not be washed in the machines. This will break the machines. 
Drying facilities vary in different laundry rooms. All laundry rooms have a tumble dryer, a drying cabinet or a drying room, or a combination of these. 
Drying must also be ended and your laundry removed when your laundry slot ends. 
Laundry room (continued)
After washing, the washing machine must be dried and the compartments for detergent and softener must be cleaned. 
Do this properly! 
You must also remove the fluff from the tumble dryer filter. 
The floor must be dried and all rubbish removed from the laundry room. 
Do not leave any empty boxes or bags behind. 
You are personally responsible for cleaning the laundry room,
so leave it clean and tidy.
Only those who live in the building are allowed to use the laundry room and only for their own laundry. 
No relatives, friends or acquaintances of tenants are allowed to wash their laundry in our laundry rooms!
Waste/litter
Every property has a waste room where you can sort your waste. Instructions are provided in the waste room. 
Hazardous waste, such as paint, chemicals and electronics, must be taken to a recycling centre. 
Left-over or out-of-date medicines must be taken to a pharmacy.
It is important that everyone sorts their waste properly. 
Not only does it help the environment, it also saves us money so we can keep the rents down. 
Littering on the property also costs us money and increases rents. Our staff spend many hours picking up sweet wrappers, cigarette butts, bottles and other litter that is thrown on the ground or in communal areas. There are litter bins and waste containers for this kind of rubbish. 
It is also a lot more pleasant for everyone if we all help to keep our environment clean.
Vehicles and parking
Motor vehicles must not be driven on footpaths and cycle paths on the property. Parking on the property is also not allowed. 
Washing vehicles on the property is not permitted for the sake of the environment. All vehicles must be washed in the car washes that can be found at most petrol stations.
You can of course drive onto the property for the loading and unloading of heavy goods 
(such as furniture, but not groceries) and when 
moving in or out. (Drive slowly and carefully)
The storage and long-term parking of vehicles declared off the road or caravans, campervans, trailers, etc. is not permitted in marked spaces on the property or on communal land. 
Vimarhem AB has an agreement with Vimmerby Municipality which stipulates that vehicles are not to be parked on the property. Anyone parking their vehicle on the property without the permission of Vimarhem AB will be given parking fines.
Look after your home
Take good care of the apartment and communal areas. 
This will provide a more pleasant environment for us all and will save money on cleaning and repairs.
When you move out, you will have to pay for any damage that you or anyone else has caused in the apartment.
We carry out maintenance on the apartments at regular intervals. 
You can paint the apartment and put up wallpaper yourself at your own cost. However, this work must be done “professionally”. Do not choose colours or patterns that the next tenant might not be willing to accept. You may be liable to restore the original décor when you move out. 
You should not smoke in your apartment. As a tenant, you may be liable to pay damages and cleaning costs that may arise as a result of smoking indoors. 
If you want to have a satellite dish, you must contact us first. The dish must never be installed in such a way that it damages the façade, makes a hole in the roof or is at risk of falling on someone. 
Satellite dishes and flower boxes must be attached inside the balcony. 
If you have pets, you must make sure they do not disturb or frighten your neighbours and do not cause mess or damage. We would also like to know if you have pets for when our tradespeople need to go into your apartment to fix something. If you want to keep unusual animals, such as snakes or lizards, you will need permission from Vimarhem and Miljö- och byggnadsförvaltningen (Environment and Building Administration). Permission will be granted only in exceptional cases.
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
